community and must be in good health.

i 	 To qualify for the program, students must be born between March 1989 and September 1991.

i 	 Students must have at least a 2.8 GPA on a 4.0 scale to be eligible.

i 	 Secondary medical coverage

i 	 Assistance in obtaining visa and travel documents

i 	 Placement with a carefully selected host family and school
